FARMERSVILLE CITY COUNCIL
MEETING MINUTES
JULY 13, 2010

The Farmersville City Council met in called regular session on July 13, 2010 at 6:00 p.m.
in the Council Chamber at City Hall with the following members present. Mayor Joe
Helmberger, Fred Langford, Paul Kelly, Billy Long, Bobby Bishop and Jim Foy.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER, ROLL CALL
Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edie Sims called the roll and announced
a quorum was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/NVISITORS

Everett Wingo, who is a Certified Concealed Handgun License Instructor, came before
the Council to inform them of illegal signage at several City locations regarding prohibiting
handguns. Mr. Wingo requested the City remove the illegal signage.

City Manager requested this item be tabled as no one has been contracted per the
requirement of the Resolution. No action was taken on this item.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING THE MUNICIPAL COURT WARRANT
OFFICER POSITION

Judge Douglas was not present for the Council meeting and has not had a meeting with
the Mayor, City Manager and Police Chief regarding the Warrant Officer position. This item was
tabled.

UPDATE ON CURRENT, PROPOSED AND FUTURE PUBLIC WORKS PROJECTS

Walter Ragsdale, Interim Public Works Director, gave a presentation regarding the
projects the Public Works Department has been working on. Currently the main project has
been the smoke testing which was provided through grant funds. This portion of the project will
allow the problems within the sewer system to be identified so that further work can continue as
to the repairs and rehabilitation of those areas. While doing the smoke testing, mapping of our
system will include GIS coordinates and photographs to provide accurate pinpointing of
manholes, valves and all facets of the wastewater system. The smoke testing has proven very
effective as manholes that are not properly sealed and old shattered clay sewer lines are being
made known. If smoke comes into a resident’s home, the smoke is indicating the resident has
issues from the sewer system on their side of the line which is in need of repairs. At this point,
the home owner will need to contact a plumber for necessary repairs. Mr. Ragsdale stated the
infiltration is 19 times our standard rate during heavy rains. Eddy Daniel with Daniel & Brown,
inc Engineering Firm stated the smoke testing will provide key locations where sections of line
need replaced and then prioritize the work which need improvements. The smoke testing is the
first step of the grant to identify sewer issues. Mr. Ragsdale stated some issues found will
include roots that have grown into the lines; other sized lines are coming into larger lines and
with ground shifting the lines do not fit coming into the mains; risers are knocked off and the
rings need to be redone. The next phase of the grant will be to make repairs and improvements
first by the City crew. Low points may need to be investigated with a TV camera to see and
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
