The-existing
ordinance was written with good intentions but has holes in it. The reason this
ordinance was submitted to Planning & Zoning was to incorporate a waiver and
meritorious exception. The City does not wish to contest businesses which are
requiring look-alike facades throughout the industry, such as Honda stores, Cracker
Barrel and other chain markets. The Collin College Higher Education Building would
not be allowed in Farmersville under the current restrictions. After a brief discussion,
Russell Chandler motioned to approve Ordinance # 0-2011-0823-004 as presented
with Paul Kelly seconding the motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows;
Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full
Council approval.

PRESENTATION, DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE DIRECTION REGARDING
NEGOTIATING A CONTRACT WITH A RECOMMENDED SOLID WASTE
COLLECTION PROVIDER AND/OR RECYCLING SERVICE PROVIDER FOR THE
CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS

City Manager John Moran informed the Council that through a Request for
Proposal announcement, IESI, Community Waste Disposal (CWD), Waste Management
(WM) and Republic Services presented their proposals for solid waste removal contract
and recycling contract. Each company was graded on the following ten criteria; quality
of service, availability of resources, company stability, company experience, experience
of company’s local management team, disposal and processing site(s) capacity and
ownership, cost, customer service plan, commitment to participate in community wide
activities, and compliance with TCEQ and EPA rules and standards. All companies
giving a proposal did quite well and the task of defining was very difficult. Mr. Moran
asked the Council to direct him to negotiate a contract with IESI for the solid waste
removal and CWD for recycling. A contract will be presented to the Council when all
negotiations are complete. Russell Chandler motioned to direct the City Manager to
negotiate a contract with IESI for solid waste and CWD for recycling. Jim Foy asked to
have smaller sized trucks involved in the negotiations which are less damaging to the
City's streets. A poll of the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell
Chandler yes and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

DISCUSS AND CONSIDER PROPOSED TAX RATE, SET TWO PUBLIC HEARING
DATES FOR THE TAX RATE, AND DIRECT STAFF IN THE PREPARATION OF AN
ORDINANCE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE SELECTED RATE

City Manager John Moran stated all discussion items must be directly related to
the General Fund. Mr. Moran met with Jim Foy to discuss possible changes to the
income of the General Fund by increasing the sales tax revenue to $262,000,
increasing the Kansas City Southern mowing contract to $12,600 and increasing the
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fine collections to $85,000. Per Ben White, Public Works Director, the Kansas City
Southern mowing contract will be zero as the railroad has not identified if they will
continue this type of contract or not. Also increased by $100,000 will be a transfer from
the Electric fund due to the upcoming electric contract with Sharyland. Expenditures to
the General Fund include adding a Public Safety Secretary/Clerk, adding a full time Fire
Chief, changing status and include benefits for two Public Works - Street employees
and the Equipment Replacement Fund. Mayor Helmberger asked for a 2% salary
increase across-the-board for all employees which would cost $29,000. City Manager
John Moran stated he would rather see the City implement the Longevity Pay which
would cost the General Fund approximately $10,000 which was not inciuded in the
budget presented. To bring in $20,000 more revenue from property taxes, the Council
would need to choose the Effective Tax Rate pius 3%. Paul Kelly motioned to approve
the Effective Tax Rate plus 3% = $0.642901 and set August 23" and August 30" for the
two required public hearing dates and direct staff to prepare the ordinance for the
establishment of the selected rate. Russell Chandler seconded the motion. A record
vote of the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundiey yes, Russell Chandler yes
and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

UPDATE ON THE WATER DROUGHT CONTINGENCY STAGE 2 AND DISCUSSION
AND POSSIBLE DIRECTION REGARDING POTENTIALLY IMPACTED CITY
FACILITIES AND SERVICES

City Manager John Moran spoke to the Council regarding the latest update from
North Texas Municipal Water District regarding drought conditions. We, and all member
cities, have been mandated to enter Stage 2 of the Water and Drought Contingency
Plan. The Splash Pad has been a topic of being essential or not. Jim Foy stated his
interpretation from North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) is to request a 5%
reduction but how to do that is up to each city. According to Mr. Foy, a lot of people do
not have air-conditioning and the Splash Pad is a way of staying cool. City Manager
John Moran stated he would agree if the water was being recycled, filtered and being
reused; however this is not the case. School will be starting August 22", and 3 more
weeks the Splash Pad will be closed for the upcoming winter months. The Splash Pad
is the largest source of water usage other than watering the fields at the Spain Athletic
Complex. Ben White was asked to provide usage information at the next meeting to
help make a decision regarding the continuation of the Splash Pad. Mr. Moran stated
he will do as directed by Council regarding the Splash Pad. If closed, this could be
implemented as early as August 19",
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UPDATE_REGARDING SENATE BILL 100 AND DISCUSSION OF ITS POSSIBLE
IMPACT ON THE CITY’S MAY ELECTION PROCESS FOR 2012

City Secretary Edie Sims reported that through several meetings with other area
cities and the Elections Administrator, Collin County Elections stated they will continue
to rent election equipment to the City of Farmersville at a higher rate.  This will allow us
to hold our May 2012 Election as has been done in the past to meet State mandated
requirements for handicapped voting. A cost of $10,000 was placed in the 2011-2012
Fiscal Year Budget to accommodate any fees charged by Collin County Elections or to
be able to make purchase of one ADA compliant electronic voting device. The Council
will be kept abreast of changes as they occur.

SPECIFIED PROPERTY A SURPLUS FROM THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

Instead
of this equipment deteriorating further, it is better to sell the equipment and earmark the
funds for the maintenance facility to install a shower stall to be used by our Public
Works employees. The items to be sold will go through Rene Bates Auctions. Three
bidders have been lined up to take the full lot of property. Paul Kelly stated he has
looked at the equipment and agrees with the handling of the disposal. The shower stall
would be greatly appreciated by the Public Works employees. Jim Foy motioned to
approve Resolution # R-2011-0809-001 with Paul Kelly seconding the motion. A poll of
the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes and Jim
Foy yes.

Public Works Director Ben White stated he is working to coordinate all the
internal street school zone lights to 7:30am to 9:00am in the morning and 2:14pm to
4:00pm in the afternoon and speed zones to 20 MPH. For the two schools located
along State Highways, Mr. White has been working with TxDOT to see if the overall
speed limit be reduced from §5 MPH to 50 MPH. Mr. White has also been working with
TxDOT to move the crosswalk further North on Sycamore to be in-line with the school
zone light on Highway 78. All existing signage will be corrected in accordance with the
Safe Routes to School project. City Attorney Alan Lathrom stated the Code of
Ordinances will need to be amended to accommodate the speed zones and times in the
school zones or the Police Department will not be able to enforce. An Ordinance is to
be brought back to the Council on September 13" for review and first reading.

After a brief discussion,
Russell Chandler motioned to approve Ordinance # 0-2011-0823-004 as presented
with Paul Kelly seconding the motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows:
Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full
Council approval.

PRESENTATION, DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE DIRECTION REGARDING
NEGOTIATING A CONTRACT WITH A RECOMMENDED SOLID WASTE
COLLECTION PROVIDER AND/OR RECYCLING SERVICE PROVIDER FOR THE
CITY OF FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS

City Manager John Moran informed the Council that through a Request for
Proposal announcement, IESI, Community Waste Disposal (CWD), Waste Management
(WM) and Republic Services presented their proposals for solid waste removal contract
and recycling contract. Each company was graded on the following ten criteria: quality
of service, availability of resources, company stability, company experience, experience
of company’s local management team, disposal and processing site(s) capacity and
ownership, cost, customer service plan, commitment to participate in community wide
activities, and compliance with TCEQ and EPA rules and standards. All companies
giving a proposal did quite well and the task of defining was very difficult. Mr. Moran
asked the Council to direct him to negotiate a contract with IESI for the solid waste
removal and CWD for recycling. A contract will be presented to the Council when all
negotiations are complete. Russell Chandler motioned to direct the City Manager to
negotiate a contract with IESI for solid waste and CWD for recycling. Jim Foy asked to
have smaller sized trucks involved in the negotiations which are less damaging to the
City’s streets. A poll of the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell
Chandler yes and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

DISCUSS AND CONSIDER PROPOSED TAX RATE, SET TWO PUBLIC HEARING
DATES FOR THE TAX RATE, AND DIRECT STAFF IN THE PREPARATION OF AN
ORDINANCE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE SELECTED RATE

City Manager John Moran stated all discussion items must be directly related to
the General Fund. Mr. Moran met with Jim Foy to discuss possible changes to the
income of the General Fund by increasing the sales tax revenue to $262,000,
increasing the Kansas City Southern mowing contract to $12,600 and increasing the
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fine collections to $85,000. Per Ben White, Public Works Director, the Kansas City
Southern mowing contract will be zero as the railroad has not identified if they will
continue this type of contract or not. Also increased by $100,000 will be a transfer from
the Electric fund due to the upcoming electric contract with Sharyland. Expenditures to
the General Fund include adding a Public Safety Secretary/Clerk, adding a full time Fire
Chief, changing status and include benefits for two Public Works - Street employees
and the Equipment Replacement Fund. Mayor Helmberger asked for a 2% salary
increase across-the-board for all employees which would cost $29,000. City Manager
John Moran stated he would rather see the City implement the Longevity Pay which
would cost the General Fund approximately $10,000 which was not included in the
budget presented. To bring in $20,000 more revenue from property taxes, the Council
would need to choose the Effective Tax Rate plus 3%. Paul Kelly motioned to approve
the Effective Tax Rate plus 3% = $0.642901 and set August 23™ and August 30" for the
two required public hearing dates and direct staff to prepare the ordinance for the
establishment of the selected rate. Russell Chandler seconded the motion. A record
vote of the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes
and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO
CONTRACT WITH COLLIN COUNTY FOR SHELTER SERVICES IN AN AMOUNT
NOT TO EXCEED $8.500.00

Council was presented with an Interlocal Agreement between Collin County
Sheltering Services and the City of Farmersville not to exceed $8,500. Paul Kelly
motioned to approve this expenditure with Russell Chandler seconding the motion. A
poll of the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes and
Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

UPDATE ON THE WATER DROUGHT CONTINGENCY STAGE 2 AND DISCUSSION
AND POSSIBLE DIRECTION REGARDING POTENTIALLY IMPACTED CITY
FACILITIES AND SERVICES

City Manager John Moran spoke to the Council regarding the latest update from
North Texas Municipal Water District regarding drought conditions. We, and all member
cities, have been mandated to enter Stage 2 of the Water and Drought Contingency
Plan. The Splash Pad has been a topic of being essential or not. Jim Foy stated his
interpretation from North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) is to request a 5%
reduction but how to do that is up to each city. According to Mr. Foy, a lot of people do
not have air-conditioning and the Splash Pad is a way of staying cool. City Manager
John Moran stated he would agree if the water was being recycled, filtered and being
reused; however this is not the case. School will be starting August 22", and 3 more
weeks the Splash Pad will be closed for the upcoming winter months. The Splash Pad
is the largest source of water usage other than watering the fields at the Spain Athletic
Complex. Ben White was asked to provide usage information at the next meeting to
help make a decision regarding the continuation of the Splash Pad. Mr. Moran stated
he will do as directed by Council regarding the Splash Pad. If closed, this could be
implemented as early as August 19™.

City Secretary Edie Sims reported that through several meetings with other area
cities and the Elections Administrator, Collin County Eiections stated they will continue
to rent election equipment to the City of Farmersville at a higher rate. This will allow us
to hold our May 2012 Election as has been done in the past to meet State mandated
requirements for handicapped voting. A cost of $10,000 was placed in the 2011-2012
Fiscal Year Budget to accommodate any fees charged by Collin County Elections or to
be able to make purchase of one ADA compliant electronic voting device. The Council
will be kept abreast of changes as they occur.

According to Ben White, Public Works Director, the Public Works Department
has been inventorying unusable equipment that has since lost their usefuiness. Instead
of this equipment deteriorating further, it is better to sell the equipment and earmark the
funds for the maintenance facility to install a shower stall to be used by our Public
Works employees. The items to be sold will go through Rene Bates Auctions. Three
bidders have been lined up to take the full lot of property. Paul Kelly stated he has
looked at the equipment and agrees with the handling of the disposal. The shower stall
would be greatly appreciated by the Public Works employees. Jim Foy motioned to
approve Resolution # R-2011-0809-001 with Paul Kelly seconding the motion. A poll of
the Council was taken as follows: Pansy Hundley yes, Russell Chandler yes and Jim
Foy yes.

UPDATE FROM THE PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REGARDING SCHOOL ZONES

Public Works Director Ben White stated he is working to coordinate all the
internal street school zone lights to 7:30am to 9:00am in the morning and 2:14pm to
4:.00pm in the afternoon and speed zones to 20 MPH. For the two schools located
along State Highways, Mr. White has been working with TxDOT to see if the overall
speed limit be reduced from 55 MPH to 50 MPH. Mr. White has also been working with
TxDOT to move the crosswalk further North on Sycamore to be in-line with the school
zone light on Highway 78. All existing signage will be corrected in accordance with the
Safe Routes to School project. City Attorney Alan Lathrom stated the Code of
Ordinances will need to be amended to accommodate the speed zones and times in the
school zones or the Police Department will not be able to enforce. An Ordinance is to
be brought back to the Council on September 13" for review and first reading.
