CALL MEETING TO ORDER ROLL CALL
Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edle Sims called the roll and announced

a gquorum was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS
Mayor Helmberger recognized visitors however no one wished to speak on a non

agenda item.

.PUBLIC HEARING: A PUBLIC HEARING TO RECEIVE PUBLIC COMMENT FOR THE .

PROPOSED 2010-2011 CITY OPERATING BUDGET

Mayor Helmberger opened the Public Hearing at 6:05pm. The floor was opened for
those who were for the Proposed 2010-2011 City Operating Budget. With no one speaking for
the Proposed City Operating Budget, the fioor was then opened for those who were against the
Proposed City Operating Budget. No one spoke agalnst the Proposed City Operating Budget.

PUBLIC HEARING: A PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE SUBMISSION OF TEXAS CDBG
APPLICATIONS AND/OR THE TEXAS CAPITAL_FUND MAIN STREET PROGRAM
APPLICATION TO THE TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF RURAL AFFAIRS AND/OR THE TEXAS
DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

Mayor Helmberger opened the Public Heanng at 6:06pm. The floor was opened for
those who were for the submission of the grant applications through the Texas CDBG or the
Texas Capital Fund Main Street Program. Martha Drake with GrantWorks, came to enlighten
the Council of the grant submissions that are currently available. The sewer grant will provide
benefit to the city as a whole with the grant, if funded, being $275,000 with a 15% match. The
match funding will be in the 2011-2012 fiscal year budget. The second grant opportunity will be
for the Main Street Program to have street and sidewalk improvements on Windom and North
Washington. The grant is for $150,000 with a $45,000 match; however the engineering and
clearance with the Texas Historical Commission are separate and will not be included in the
grant funds. With the Main Street Program grant only 4 awards are made with a 1 year
allocation of all federal funding. :

No one from the audience spoke for or against the grant submissions. The Public
Hearing was closed at 6:12pm.

CONSIDERATION AND ACTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO CONTRACT WITH

DANIEL AND BROWN, INC FOR CITY ENGINEERING SERVICES

Mayor Helmberger  opened the agenda item for discussion. Mayor Helmberger
questioned if the engineer would be working in the Extra Territorial Jurisdiction due to a
previous order which restricted any engineering be performed with a developer within the Extra
Territorial Jurisdiction. Eddy Daniel stated he would not place himself in a conflicting situation
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* with the City, even though he does not foresee any challenges. If however an issue did occur,

Eddy Daniel stated he would recluse himself from any and all conflicts. The Certificate of
Convenience and Necessity (CCN) has been clearly defined and as the reviewing engineer, Mr.
Daniel stated he did not have any foreseeable issues with any of the water utilities. Mr. Daniel
also agreed not to work with any developer or private party where a conflict could be presumed.
The Council also requested that Mr. Daniel add an addendum to his contract which includes the
street and drainage Schedule of Fees. Bobby Bishop motioned to approve the contract with the
approval of the City Manager and City Attorney to approve. the addendum to the Schedule of
Fees for the street and drainage.- Billy Long seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING RESPONSES TO A REQUEST
FOR PROPOSALS FOR AUDIT SERVICES: , : :

With 15 Request for Proposals sent out, only 4 audit service requests were returned per
City Manager John Moran. Bobby Bishop expressed great concern of the submission from
LaFollett & Company where the City is-to provide the Trial Balance and all footnote. This is
basically 2/3 of the audit process and why their cost is so' much cheaper than the other audit
proposals. We cannot use this audit proposal as it does not compare apples to apples. Billy
Long stated we have a long history with Rutherford & Taylor, who also submitted a proposal.
Jim Foy stated it would be good policy to change auditors at minimal of every two years. Paul

Kelly stated he was very impressed with the audit that Rutherford & Taylor presented for this

" past years' audit and is very pleased with their work. Jim Foy motioned to table this item and

requested Lafollett & Company to provide a clear proposal to do the full job and have an
addendum added to their existing proposal. Paul Kelly seconded the motion. Motion carried-
unanimously. This item will be placed on the next meeting agenda.in two weeks.

CONSIDERATION AﬂD-POSSIBLE APPROVAL_AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO
CONTRACT WITH TLC NETCOM, INC. FOR INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY AND NETWORK
SERVICES ‘ ‘ :

, Tony Linton, owner of TLC Netcom, Inc, came before the Council and informed them of
his work progress as of the past 18 months by standardizing the equipment and upgrading
many of the fallacies that .had been in place in regard to the IT Department. With the contract
as presented to the Council, Mr. Linton is proposing a monthly fee which includes basic
upgrades, emergency maintenance, backup maintenance, antivirus protection and routine
maintenance. Extra projects will be agreed upon with the City Manager and Mr. Linton
interjected he will keep his costs as low as possible. . One of the new projects to be
implemented will be installing a new server to the City and reconfiguring the City's previous
server for the Police Department. Mr. Linton also relayed to the Council that he wants to be
involved with the future planning of the. IT Department. Bobby Bishop stated a concern that
competitive bids were not accepted for this service, but City Attorney Alan Lathrom informed the
Council that competitive bidding was not necessary for this type of service. Paul Kelly motioned
to approve the contract with TLC Netcom, Inc. pending the insurance approval by the City
Manager and City Attorney. Billy Long seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Diane Piwko answered questions regarding the proposed projects by the Community
Development Corporation. Also, Jim Foy made appreciation. to the Community 'Develgpment
Board for allocating funds for projects by the Parks Board in their budget. Ms. Piwko stated that
the income for the Community Development Board was lowered as they did not want to be too
aggressive with their projections of sales tax revenue. Billy Long motioned to approve the
Community Development Corporation’s proposed projects and the budget for Fiscal Year 2010-
2011 with Bobby Bishop seconding the motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows:

CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION APPROVING THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
CORPORATION PROPOSED PROJECTS FOR BUDGET YEAR 2010

Mayor Helmberger spoke for the Economic Development Corporation informing the
Council that an additional amount of $74,300 will be spent towards engineering fees for the
Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility which will include engineering for 10 miles of pipe.
Fred Langford asked if the City has a firm commitment from Collin College as to them building a
college site in Farmersville with Mayor Helmberger answering yes, that the building is in the
College’'s master plan. Jim Foy had questions regarding the grant line item for fascade
restoration where the consensus was that the grant offered by the Economic Development is
allowable for the Economic Development Corporation to offer. Billy Long motioned to approve
the Economic Development Corporation’s proposed projects and budget for Fiscal Year 2010-
2011 with Bobby Bishop seconding the motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows:

City Manager John Moran stated that while researching all the various names to be
included in this Ordinance, he also included ingestion devices and paraphernalia to be
designated illegal as well. Bobby Bishop motioned to approve Ordinance # 0-2010-0914-001
with Paul Kelly seconding the motion. Motion carried unanimously. . ‘

CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE # 0-2010-0914-002 TO ADOPT TH
BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011 - ‘

Mayor Helmberger opened this item for discussion with Jim Foy questioning the funds
for the streets. Only $50,000 was allocated for street maintenance which will also include
materials which will not repair many streets at all. City Manager John Moran stated with the
repairs due to the sewer grant with manholes being replaced or repaired, the streets must be on
a long range plan. Also Collin County has not provided the City with a cost estimate to date for
street repairs and improvements. Walter Ragsdale, Interim Public Works Director, stated that -

- all streets have been inventoried and a database has been implemented which will assist with
the short and long range planning for the street repairs and improvements. Jim Foy stated that

the City may need to go out for a bond issue very soon for street repairs and improvements. -

Jim Foy also questioned the Special Funds if $133,000 was available. Finance Director Daphne
Hamtin informed Mr. Foy and the Council that these are dedicated funds specifically allocated
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for the Farmersville Parkway Phase Il project which is through the Collin County 2007 Bond.
Eddy Daniel informed the Council that the bond is such that the City must match equ.al‘p_arts_ of
funds spent. The original plan for Farmersville Parkway Phase Il was to have the City prowde
all the labor. There are right-of-way issues and a significant amount of right-of-way is still to be
acquired to continue this project. A poll of the Council was taken as follows: Fred Langfo.rld yes,
Paul Kelly yes, Billy Long yes, Bobby Bishop yes, and Jim Foy yes.

CONSIDER ORDINANCE # 0-2010-0914-006 AMENDING ORDINANCE # 2006-54
REGARDING BILLING INSURANCE FOR COLLECTIONS OF FIRE DEPARTMENT RELATED
CALLS FOR SERVICE WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE

Mayor Helmberger opened this item for discussion with concerns that the Ordinance
does not exclude outside the City Limits and only adds the billing insurance for inside the City
- Limits. City Attorney Alan Lathrom informed the Mayor and Council that the previous Ordinance
regarding billing insurance for calls outside the City Limits is still in effect. The proposed
Ordinance will include the billing for calls inside the City Limits and covers any call for service
where the Emergency Medical Services are called and charged. Jim Foy presented a question
regarding the Farmersville Volunteer Fire Department and the Farmersville Fire Department as
two separate organizations and which should be properly referred to in this proposed
Ordinance. After some discussion, Council agreed that the word “Volunteer’ should be
removed and the Ordinance should only refer to Farmersville Fire Department as a City agency.
Jim Foy motioned to approve Ordinance #0-2010-0914-006 with the Ordinance reflecting
Farmersville Fire Department. Paul Kelly motioned to second the motion. A poll of the Council
was taken as follows: Fred Langford yes, Paul Kelly yes, Billy Long yes, Bobby Bishop yes, and
Jim Foy yes.
