FARMERSVILLE CITY COUNCIL
MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 12, 2010

The Farmersville City Council met in called regular session on October 12, 2010 at 6:00
p.m. in the Council Chamber at City Hall with the following members present. Mayor Joe
Helmberger, Fred Langford, Paul Kelly, Billy Long, Bobby Bishop and Jim Foy. Staff members
present were City Manager John Moran, Police Chief Mike Sullivan, Fire Department Chief Kim
Morris, Finance Director Daphne Hamlin, Interim Public Works Director Walter Ragsdale, City
Attorney Alan Lathrom and City Secretary Edie Sims.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER, ROLL CALL
Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edie Sims called the roll and announced

a quorum was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS
Mayor Helmberger recognized visitors with no one speaking on a non agenda item.

CONSIDERATION AND ACTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO SOLICIT
COMPETETIVE BIDS FOR UTILITY RELOCATIONS ASSOCIATED WITH THE U.S.
HIGHWAY 380 EXPANSION

The request to solicit for competitive bids will be for the utility relocations on Highway
380 for Phase 2 of the Highway 380 expansion project. Currently, water and sewer lines exist in
the future construction area which the City will need to move. To date, $90,000 has been
expended for relocation of utilities along Highway 380. At present, Hayter Engineering does not
believe that any easements will need to be acquired to being the relocation of the utilities for
Phase 2. Jim Foy motioned to approve authorizing the City Manager to solicit competitive bids
for utility relocations associated with the U.S. Highway 380 expansion. Billy Long seconded the
motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows: Fred Langford yes, Paul Kelly yes, Billy
Long yes, Bobby Bishop yes, and Jim Foy yes. Motion passed with full Council approval.

RECEIVE AND DISCUSS INTERMODAL HUB FEASIBILITY STUDY PRESENTATION FROM
NORTH CENTRAL TEXAS COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS

Rebecca Karasko, representative of North Central Texas Council of Governments made
a presentation regarding an Intermodal Hub Feasibility Study. The Hub has been of interest at
the County level for some time and a feasibility study has been performed to find areas that
would meet the needs with highway accessibility, railway accessibility and space requirements.
The economic impact of such Hub would be incredible for any area or city. A large amount of
acreage will be required, approximately 300 acres, to accommodate normal operations which
include trans loading, rail loading and other stores that require rails and transporting facilities.
This information was relayed so that Council was aware of studies and possible opportunities.
No action was taken on this item.

DISCUSSION REGARDING HANDLING OF DELINQUENT WATER UTILITY BILLS

Paula Jackson, Utility Coordinator for the City of Farmersville, came before the Council
at the City Manager's request and explained the policies the City has used regarding delinquent
water bills. Door hangers are used to remind people that the water will be cut off if their bill is
not paid by a specified date. Approximately 30 door hangers are sent out each month and
usually 5 people are frequent turn offs. The problem that arose with the resident at 409
Neathery was due to not having that reading placement on the meter reading sheets since the
account is inactive.
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
