FARMERSVILLE CITY COUNCIL
MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 286, 2010

The Farmersville City Council met in called special called session on October 26, 2010
at 7:16 p.m. in the Council Chamber at City Hall with the following members present: Mayor
Joe Helmberger, Fred Langford, Paul Kelly, Billy Long, Bobby Bishop and Jim Foy. Staff
members present were City Manager John Moran, Police Chief Mike Sullivan, Fire Department
Chief Kim Morris, Interim Public Works Director Walter Ragsdale and City Secretary Edie Sims.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER. ROLL CALL
Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edie Sims called the roll and announced
a quorum was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS

Mayor Helmberger recognized visitors and asked for anyone to speak on a non agenda
item. Resident George Crump, residing at 401 N Main, came before the Council and expressed
his concerns regarding the Council and City Manager's role. Mr. Crump relayed to the Council
to not rubber stamp what is laid before them, but instead lead and make the citizens of
Farmersville proud.

Rassie Barker, residing at 516 N Main, came before the Council regarding a dumpster
problem at the Cemetery. Old flowers were previously dumped at the City’s Maintenance Lot
however the Cemetery was asked not to dump at this location as it costs taxpayers too much
money. Mr. Barker asked the Council to reconsider or find a soiution as the old flowers do not
take up much room and this act of keeping them clean helps keep our city looking clean and
respectable.

Jim Blevins, residing at 503 N Washington, came before the City Council with concerns
of equality regarding the building codes. He asked that all construction have equal inspections
and not passed over. Mr. Blevins also stated concerns that our streets are in poor condition
compared to a few years ago and we are letting our streets deteriorate.

PUBLIC HEARING — PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER, DISCUSS AND ACT UPON A
REQUEST FROM THE PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD TO POSSIBLY AMEND
SECTION 9.102, ET SEQ., OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CiTY OF FARMERSVILLE,
TEXAS REGARDING THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:26pm by Mayor Helmberger. No one spoke for or
against the request from the Parks Board to possibly amend the Code of Ordinances regarding
membership of the Parks and Recreation Board.

Council discussed the issue and expressed concern that having two more members to
the Board may still not solve a problem of attendance if the original five do not attend. Mayor
Helmberger stated he would submit a letter to each Board member encouraging their
attendance to make this an active board. No further action was taken by City Council.

DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION CONCERNING A UTILITY BILLING ISSUE RELATIVE
TO THE ADVANCED FIXTURES COMPANY

According to the City's Ordinance, if a billing error has been in existence for six months
or ionger shall be decided upon by the City Council. J. Stowe and Company has completed a
detailed summary of a utility billing issue concerning Advanced Fixtures Company. Due to a
compound meter installed, calculations of the volume of water made it difficult to calculate the
consumption. When the City’s meter readers record the meter information, the high side is
recorded in thousands of gallons and the low side of the meter, while measuring in tens of
gallons, appears to be read by the meter readers in hundreds of gallons. To resolve this
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
