FARMERSVILLE CITY COUNCIL
MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 23, 2010

The Farmersville City Council met in called special called session on November
23, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber at City Hall with the following members
present. Mayor Joe Helmberger, Fred Langford, Paul Kelly, Billy Long, Bobby Bishop
and Jim Foy. Staff members present were Police Chief Mike Sullivan, Fire Department
Chief Kim Morris, Interim Public Works Director Walter Ragsdale and City Secretary
Edie Sims.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER, ROLL CALL
Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edie Sims called the roll and
announced a quorum was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS

Mayor Helmberger recognized visitors and asked for anyone to speak on a non
agenda item. Fred Langford asked to suspend the 3 minute time limit with Mayor
Helmberger adjusting this meetings open forum to 5 minutes. Marcie Gilliland, 120
Murchison, came before the Council to inform them of the need to have Neighborhood
Watches throughout the City. Ms. Gilliland has experienced burglaries and a peeping
tom at her residence and feels a Neighborhood Watch would assist the Police
Department by getting identifying information to help apprehend offenders.

Allen Gilley, 1068 CR 655, lives by the Chaparral Trail. Mr. Gilley stated he is
aware of the problems Ms. Gilliland has faced and knows that people dump trash along
the trail as well as use the trail for a method of escape. Mr. Gilley felt the area from
Murchison heading toward Merit along the trail is at risk as it is more deserted making it
more convenience for offenders to hide or run away from the Police.

DISCUSSION CONCERNING ENGINEERING CONTRACTS AND FEES PAID AND
PROPOSED RELATIVE TO DESIGN WORK, BIDDING, INSPECTIONS, PROJECT
MANAGEMENT AND OTHER ENGINEERING SERVICES ARISING OUT OF OR
RELATED TO THE US HIGHWAY 380 EXPANSION PROJECT

Per Reeves Hayter of Hayter Engineering, the City of Farmersville contract with
his firm in 2006 for relocation of utilities along US Highway 380 for $34,750. The
contract was amended orally for other projects. Due to TxDOT's funding evaporating,
the US Highway 380 project was placed on hoid. Other projects unrelated to the
Highway 380 project were requested for engineering services without a contract for
each project. Later the funds from TxDOT were re-established and work continued on
the utility relocation on Highway 380. When the work re-opened for Highway 380,
TxDOT changed their method from one major project and partitioned into three projects.

DISCUSSION _AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING A SUPPLEMENTAL
ENGINEERING __ CONTRACT WITH HAYTER ENGINEERING FOR UTILITY
RELOCATION SERVICES RELATIVE TO THE US HIGHWAY 380 PROJECT

Reeves Hayter of Hayter Engineering, asked the Council for $15,000 under contract to
complete the Highway 380 project engineering requirements which does not include
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
