MEETING MINUTES
DECEMBER 14, 2010

The Famersville City Council met in called regularly called session on December
14, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chamber at City Hall with the following members
present. Mayor Joe Helmberger, Fred Langford, Paul Kelly, Billy Long, Bobby Bishop
and Jim Foy. Staff members present were Police Chief Mike Sullivan, Fire Department
Assistant Chief Kevin Lisman, Interim Public Works Director Walter Ragsdale, Finance
Director Daphne Hamlin, City Attorney Alan Lathrom and City Secretary Edie Sims.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER, ROLL CALL

Mayor Helmberger called the meeting to order. Edie Sims called the roll and
announced a quorum was present.

ANNOUNCEMENTS RELATING TO ITEMS OF PUBLIC INTEREST

Police Chief Mike Sullivan introduced Karen Dixon to the Council. Ms. Dixon’s
position with the City began as the Police Department's Secretary and Evidence
Technician. Ms. Dixon was offered the position of Code Enforcement and Animal
Control and has taken certification courses for both positions.

Mayor Helmberger announced that Public Works Employee Mike Rosa's mother
has passed and we offer him our condolences.

Mayor Helmberger and Council announced congratulations to the Chamber of
Commerce for a great Christmas Parade and to the Farmersville Downtown Merchants
Association for all the activities throughout the day leading to the parade.

CONSENT AGENDA

Mayor Helmberger requested ltem C (Police Department Report for the month of
November) be pulled from the Consent Agenda for discussion. Interim Public Works
Director requested the Council pull ltem F (Public Works and Customer Service Report
for the month of November) from the Consent Agenda to allow a report on updated
information.

Paul Kelly motioned to approve the Consent Agenda minus Items C and F with
Billy Long seconding the motion. A poll of the Council was taken as follows: Fred
Langford yes, Paul Kelly yes, Billy Long yes, Bobby Bishop yes and Jim Foy yes.
Motion passed with full Council approval.

Interim Public Works Director Walter Ragsdale informed the Council that
Dickerson Construction had a delay and will not begin construction until early January
2011. The utility relocation project on the East side of Highway 380 awarded to AAA
Construction will begin working on the force main early January 2011. City crews have
begun laying a long anticipated 8" water line in the North Texas Municipal Water District
easement. NTMWD has requested those few customers be transferred over to City of
Farmersville water. TxDOT will be switching the traffic over to the South side of
Highway 380 onto the new concrete pavement beginning December 18, 2010. And
lastly, the redesign of the Main Street Bridge has reflected to change the under bridge
clearance from 13.5' to 18.5.
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
