ORDINANCE NO. 0-2010-1109-001

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS, ADOPTING DEFINITIONS AND
REGULATIONS FOR  SINGLE-FAMILY AND TWO-FAMILY
RESIDENCES; REQUIRING SUCH HOUSING TO HAVE A MINIMUM 6
-~ TO - 12 PITCHED ROOF; PROVIDING FOR ADDITIONAL
FOUNDATION REQUIREMENTS; REPEALING ORDINANCES IN
CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, after public notice and public hearing as required by law, the
Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Farmersville, Texas, has recommended
that certain minimum standards be adopted for roofs and foundations of single-family
and two family residences; and

WHEREAS, all legal requirements, conditions, and prerequisites have been
complied with prior to this recommended text amendment coming before the City
Council of the City of Farmersville; and

WHEREAS, the City Councit of the City of Farmersville, after notice and public
hearing as required by law and upon due deliberation and consideration of the
recommendation of the Pianning and Zoning Commission and of all testimony and
information submitted during said public hearings, the City Council is of the opinion and
finds that the adoption of minimum standards for roofs and foundations of single-family
and two family residences will not be detrimental to the public health, safety, or general
welfare of the citizens of the City, and will promote the best and most orderly
development of the property affected thereby, and as well the owners and occupants
thereof, and the City generally; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE,
TEXAS:

SECTION ONE. DEFINITIONS

That the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fammersville, Texas, is hereby
amended by the addition of the following definitions:

(A) Foundation — A man — made structure element on which a structure is
erected, with the ability to transfer the applied loads of the structure to the
ground. '

(B) Foundation Fascia — Covering of a foundation wall or stem wall.

(C) Ground Level — The final grade elevation of a lot.



SECTION TWO. ROOFING REQUIREMENTS

The Code of Ordinances of the City of Farmersville, Texas are hereby amended
by the addition of a new Section that shall read as follows:

(A) A pitched roof with a minimum 6 — to — 12 pitch shall be required on at
least seventy-five percent (75%) of the roof of each single-family and two-
family dwelling.

(B)  All single-family and two-family dwellings erected after the adoption of this
Ordinance shall be required to have a pitched roof with a minimum 6 — to
— 12 pitch on at least seventy-five percent (75%) of the roof.

(C) Detached garages, sheds, porticos and accessory structures on the same
lot as a single-family or two-family dwelling shall have a minimum 4 — to —
12 pitched roof. ~

SECTION THREE. FOUNDATION REQUIREMENTS

The Code of Ordinances of the City of Farmersville, Texas are hereby amended
by the addition of a new Section that shall read as follows:

(A) ANl single-family and two-family dwellings shall have a pemmanent
foundation the plans for which shall be prepared and sealed by a
professional engineer licensed by the State of Texas. Foundations higher
than twelve (12) inches above ground level shall be required to have a
foundation fascia consisting of the same material that covers the exterior
wall directly above the foundation, so that no more than 12 inches of the
foundation is exposed.

SECTION FOUR. CUMULATIVE REPEALER

This Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other Ordinances and shall not repeal
any of the provisions of such Ordinances except for those instances where there are
direct conflicts with the provisions of this Ordinance. Ordinances or parts thereof in
force at the time this Ordinance shall take effect and that are inconsistent with this
Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent that they are inconsistent with this
Ordinance. Provided however, that any complaint, action, claim or lawsuit which has
been initiated shall continue to be governed by the provisions of such Ordinance and for
that purpose the Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION FIVE. SAVINGS
All rights and remedies of the City of Farmersville are expressly saved as to any

and all violations of the provisions of any Ordinances which have accrued at the time of
the effective date of this Ordinance; and, as to such accrued violations and all pending
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litigation, both civil and criminal, whether pending in court or not, under such
Ordinances, same shall not be affected by this Ordinance but may be prosecuted until
final disposition by the courts.

SECTION SIX. SEVERABILITY

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council of the City of
Farmersville that the phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, and sections of this
Ordinance are severable, and if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section of
this Ordinance should be declared unconstitutional by valid judgment or final decree of
any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the
remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, or sections of this Ordinance,
since the same would have been enacted by the City Council without incorporation in
this Ordinance of any such unconstitutional phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or
section.

SECTION SEVEN. ENGROSSMENT AND ENROLLMENT

The City Secretary of the City of Farmersville is hereby directed to engross and
enroll this Ordinance by copying the exact Caption and the Effective Date clause in the
minutes of the City Council of the City of Farmersville and by filing this Ordinance in the
Ordinance records of the City.

SECTION 8. PENALTY

Any person, firm or corporation violating any of the provisions or terms of this
Ordinance or of the Code of Ordinances as amended hereby, shall be subject to the
same penalty as provided for in the Code of Ordinances of the City of Farmersville, as

previously amended, and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine not to exceed the
sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500) for each offense.

SECTION 9. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after it passage and
publication of the caption as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
FARMERSVILLE, TEXAS, AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE
ZONING ORDINANCE, AS HERETOFORE AMENDED, THROUGH THE
AMENDMENT OF SECTION 5, “CLASSIFICATION OF NEW AND
UNLISTED USES,” BY AMENDING THE “LAND USE DEFINITIONS”
TO ADD A DEFINITION FOR THE PHRASE “GAME ROOM”;
THROUGH THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 4, “USE OF LAND AND
BUILDINGS,” BY AMENDING THE USE CHART LABELED “SECTION
4G. RECREATIONAL AND ENTERTAINMENT USES” TO ADD “GAME
ROOM” AS A TYPE OF USE PERMITTED IN THE LIGHT INDUSTRIAL
(1-1) DISTRICT ONLY, WITH A SPECIFIC USE PERMIT, THROUGH
THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 10, “SPECIAL AREA AND
ACCESSORY BUILDING STANDARDS,” BY ADDING A NEW
SECTION 10-D ENTITLED “GAME ROOM STANDARDS” TO INCLUDE
SPACING REQUIREMENTS BETWEEN GAME ROOM USES AND SITE
PLAN SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS; REPEALING ORDINANCES IN
CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, after public notice and public hearing as required by law, the
Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Farmersville, Texas, has recommended
the amendment of Section 5 of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, entitled
“Classification of New and Unlisted Uses” by the amendment of Paragraph 5-B, "Land
Use Definitions,” through the addition of a definition for the phrase “Game Room,”
through the amendment of Section 4, “Use of Land and Buildings,” by amending the use
chart labeled “Section 4G. Recreational and Entertainment Uses” to add “Game Room”
as a type of use pemmitted in the Light Industrial (I-1) District only, with a Specific Use
Permit, through the amendment of Section 10, “Special Area and Accessory Building
Standards,” by adding a new Section 10-D entitled “Game Room Standards” to include
spacing requirements between game room uses and site plan submission requirements;
and

WHEREAS, all legal requirements, conditions, and prerequisites have been
complied with prior to this recommended text amendment coming before the City
Council of the City of Farmersville; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Farmersville, after notice and public
hearing as required by law and upon due deliberation and consideration of the
recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission and of all testimony and
information submitted during said public hearings, the City Council is of the opinion and
finds that the change of such zoning text will not be detrimental to the public health,
safety, or general welfare of the citizens of the City, and will promote the best and most
orderly development of the property affected thereby, and as well the owners and
occupants thereof, and the City generally; NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE,
TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Findings Incorporated

All of the above premises are hereby found to be true and correct legislative and
factual determinations of the City of Farmersville and they are hereby approved and
incorporated into the body of this Ordinance as if copied in their entirety.

SECTION 2. Amendment to Section 5, Paragraph 5-B, of the Comprehensive
Zoning Ordinance

From and after the effective date of this Ordinance, Paragraph 5-B, "Land Use
Definitions," of Section 5 of the Farmersville Code, entitled “Classification of New and
Unlisted Uses” is hereby amended by adding the following definition, in alphabetical
order, to the current list of definitions to read as follows:

“87.(A) Game Room. Any premise, building, structure,
facility or space in which the primary use thereof is the
provision, exhibition and/or operation of coin-operated
machines or devices, which are operated by or with a coin or
other United States currency, metal slug, token, electronic
.card, or check, specifically including a music or skill or
pleasure coin-operated machine. A “skill or pleasure coin-
operated machine” means any kind of coin-operated
machine that dispenses, or is used or is capable of being
used to dispense or afford, amusement, skill, or pleasure or
is operated for any purpose, other than for dispensing only
merchandise, music, or service. The term includes a:
(i) marble machine; (ii) marble table machine; (iii) marble
shooting machine; (iv) miniature racetrack machine;
(v) miniature football machine; (vi) miniature golf machine;
(vii) miniature bowling machine; (viii) billiard or pool game; or
(ix) machine or device including eight-liners (an electronic,
electromechanical or mechanical contrivances which have
eight lines on which a player can win — three across, three
down and two diagonally — by matching symbols) that
dispenses. credits, tickets, coupons, merchandise,
commodities or some other representation of value and
which may play music in connection with or in addition to
dispensing skill or pleasure. The term does not include a
coin-operated machine designed exclusively for a child. The
primary use of any building, structure, facility or space that
houses two (2) or more coin-operated machines or devices,
as described above, shall be deemed to be a Game Room
use. In addition, any business that receives fifty percent
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
