RECEIVE REPORT ON STATUS OF THE STATE HIGHWAY 380
RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT

Barry Heard and Patrick Haigh with the Texas Department of
Transportation updated the board on the State Highway 380 project. South
Highway 380 and S Main Street Bridge will begin repairs March 29" thru April 1%
2010. Traffic detour around bridge repair will be down Business Hwy
78/McKinney Street. John Moran asked if any warning lights will be installed to
warn of low bridge. Barry Heard advised that it is still under review with the
district but should be up shortly after bridge repairs are complete.

In regards to the “Welcome to Farmersville” sign it still has not been
removed. Contractor for the state highway 380 project does not want
responsibility of moving sign. Contractor will be in that area for construction
within the month. City Manager John Moran will look into moving sign.
