The Farmersville Economic Development Corporation met in regular session on
November 17th, 2010 at 12:00 p.m. at the City of Farmersville Best Center with the following
members present: Joe Helmberger, Craig Overstreet, Stefanie Hurst, Robbie Tedford and
Eddy Daniel.

CALL TO ORDER

Joe Helmberger convened the meeting at 12:00 p.m. and announced that a quorum
was present.

RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/NISITORS

Depariment of Transportation and Chamber member Kim Smith-Cole.

RECEIVE REPORT ON STATUS OF STATE HIGHWAY 380 RECONSTRUCTION
PROJECT FROM LAKE LAVON TO THE COLLIN/HUNT COUNTY LINE. REPORT
PRESENTED BY BARRY HEARD AND BRANDON SPARKMAN, TEXAS DEPARTMENT
OF TRANSPORTATION (TXDOT)

Brandon Sparkman and Barry Heard with TxDOT updated the 4A board on the State
Highway 380 Project. Mr. Heard stated Phase | should be able to switch traffic after the first
of the new year and begin construction on other side between Lake Lavon and Hamilton.
The project is still on schedule for early to mid 2011 completion. Mr. Heard said that TxDOT
will coordinate the traffic switch with the City. Joe Helmberger suggested that making the
information available on the website would be a great idea.

Mr. Heard reported that the utilities affected by Phase Il construction are still being
moved. Mr. Sparkman said that they are still waiting on one last easement in order for
Sharyland to install the last poles and start stringing lines. Caddo Basin is waiting on
TxDOT to approve their plans before the contractor can begin the relocation of their lines.
Eddy Daniel reported that Caddo Basin has contracted with a construction company and is

ready to get to work.

As for Phase Ill, Mr. Heard stated that the layout for the Main Street Bridge was
submitted on November 9", 2010. The only issue he sees with the plans is the number of
piers and their close proximity to each other. His office may suggest consolidation into a
wall. After these issues are addressed they will be ready to submit for approval. Mr. Heard
stated that after regional office approves pltans will then be sent to Austin for final approval.

Mr. Heard said the railroad is still working with them on a few issues. TxDOT
purchased some property along the railroad right of way and the railroad wants that property
