City Manager John Moran discussed sections 4.9, 10 and 12 with the Commission
reviewing the requirements for game rooms to prepare prior to being presented to the
Commission for Special Use Permit. These requirements will include a site plan, landscape
plan, a plat that conforms to all city requirements, a drawing to scale prepared by an engineer
or architect, and ensuring the iot line is stated clearly on the plat. City Attorney Alan Lathrom
suggested the verbiage be changed to add lot or in any building. The Special Use Permit will
be specific to the owner and located as designated by the Special Use Permit and will be non
transferrable.
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
