AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE,
TEXAS, AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE, AS
HERETOFORE AMENDED, THROUGH THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 18,
“CREATION OF BUILDING SITE,” BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 18-E ENTITLED
“SITE PLAN APPROVAL REQUIRED FOR COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT” AND
BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 18-F ENTITLED “SITE PLAN APPROVAL REQUIRED
FOR MULTI-FAMILY DEVELOPMENT"”; REPEALING ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT
HEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR
GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY; PROVIDING FOR INJUNCTIONS PROVIDING A
PENALTY; PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.

WHEREAS, after public notice and public hearing as reguired by law, the Planning and
Zoning Commission of the City of Farmersville, Texas, has recommended the
amendment of Section 18 of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, entitled “Creation of
Building Site” by adding a new Section 18-E entitled “Site Plan Approval Required for
Commercial Development” and by adding a new Section 18-F entitled “Site Plan
Approval Required for Multi-Family Development”; and

WHEREAS, all legal requirements, conditions, and prerequisites have been complied
with prior to this recommended text amendment coming before the City Council of the
City of Farmersville; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Farmersville, after notice and public hearing
as required by law and upon due deliberation and consideration of the recommendation
of the Planning and Zoning Commission and of all testimony and information submitted
during said public hearings, the City Council is of the opinion and finds that the change
of such zoning text will not be detrimental to the public health, safety, or general weifare
of the citizens of the City, and will promote the best and most orderly development of
the property affected thereby, and as well the owners and occupants thereof, and the
City generally; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FARMERSVILLE,
TEXAS:
