FARMERSVILLE PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION
SPECIAL SESSION MINUTES

March 29, 2010
The Farmersville Planning and Zoning Commission met in special session on March 29, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the City of Farmersville Council Chambers with the following members present: Jim Foy, Doug Dann, Del Sergent, Marianne Politz, Chad Whitaker and George Crump.  Staff member present was City Secretary Edie Sims.
CALL TO ORDER AND RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS


Jim Foy called the meeting to order at 6:30p.m. Edie Sims announced that a quorum was present.  
PUBLIC HEARING:  RECEIVE PUBLIC COMMENT ON A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR AMERICAN GLORY GAME ROOM AS REQUESTED BY CHRIS BALL LOCATED AT 2202 WEST AUDIE MURPHY PARKWAY, FARMERSVILLE

Chairman Foy opened the Public Hearing at 6:31pm.  Chris Ball, the owner of American Glory Game Room, stated he is requesting 60 machines, even though on the application there was a request of 50 machines.  He is ready to move forward and open the game room.
Chris Filline spoke for the Special Use Permit and requested the Commission grant permission for this game room as he is the owner of the building.

No one spoke against the American Glory Game Room Specific Use Permit.  At 6:37pm the Public Hearing was closed.

CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR AMERICAN GLORY GAME ROOM AS REQUESTED BY CHRIS BALL LOCATED AT 2202 WEST AUDIE MURPHY PARKWAY, FARMERSVILLE

Chairman Foy opened this item to the Commission with discussion of the length of the permit if approved.  One year has been slated for original Permits with renewal Permits being two years.  Del Sergent moved to approve the Special Use Permit for American Glory Game Room for one year for 50 machines and recommended same to the City Council.  Chad Whitaker seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING FOR APPROVAL PLANNING AND ZONING MEETING MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 15, 2010

With no changes per the Commission, the minutes stand as approved.
CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING CHANGING THE REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETING DATE TO THE FOURTH MONDAY OF EACH MONTH


Chairman Foy opened this item to the Commission to consider changing the scheduled date of meeting to help accommodate those who are approved with the Planning & Zoning and will also need to appear to the City Council for final approval.  The Commission concurred, however scheduling with the City Attorney will need to be confirmed before setting final date.  This item was tabled for a later time.

CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING STUDY OF THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE FOR THE FOLLOWING TOPICS:

1. CERTAIN SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL STANDARDS

2. INDUSTRIALIZED HOUSING STANDARDS

City Manager John Moran addressed the Commission to encourage more stringent regulations regarding Industrialized Housing (Modular and Mobile Homes) which will help maintain the values of surrounding properties.  Sample ordinances were distributed where definitions are more distinct to describe exterior siding requirements, facia, windows and foundations.  Also the permanent foundation attachment was defined for industrialized housing.  Mr. Moran encouraged the Commission to enhance what the City already has in place, and to consider regulations for roof pitch, and requiring masonry construction which tends to hold the structures value.

Paul Kelly encouraged the Commission to investigate fire proof products that are not brick, but will maintain the value of property equally.  Mr. Moran pointed out that the entire downtown was brick, with the exception of Dollar General which is a metal building.  It was mentioned that an Ordinance was passed after Dollar General was built that requires 80% facia brick.


Jim Foy stated the Commission also needs to consider the historic wood façades, and not totally prohibit wood from being utilized.

The Commission requested a draft be submitted to the next meeting with a comparison of the existing ordinances.  Doug Dann interjected that the Commission should consider extending the existing ordinance and have masonry as a standard for multi-family dwellings.  

3. GAME ROOM STANDARDS

Per City Attorney Alan Lathrom, the Game Rooms cannot be constitutionally removed from the City or have spot zoning; however the City can have specific zoned districts and have spacing requirements.  The City does have the right to zone to protect schools, daycares, churches and residential areas.
Paul Kelly questioned the Commission for approving Special Use Permits if these types of businesses are not an asset to the Community.  At present, there are no classifications and specifications for Game Rooms (Eight Liners).  .

The Commission requested a map to show distances of existing Game Rooms in accordance to schools and nearby churches for a Special Workshop Meeting on April 6, 2010.
