SPECIAL SESSION MINUTES

April 6, 2010
The Farmersville Planning and Zoning Commission met in special session on April 6, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. at Foy Inc. Conference Room (111 Farmersville Parkway, Suite 200) with the following members present: Jim Foy, Doug Dann, Del Sergent, Chad Whitaker and George Crump.  Staff members present was City Manager John Moran and City Secretary Edie Sims.
CALL TO ORDER AND RECOGNITION OF CITIZENS/VISITORS


Jim Foy called the meeting to order at 6:02p.m. Edie Sims announced that a quorum was present.  
DISCUSSION AND  PROVIDE DIRECTION REGARDING POSSIBLE CHANGES TO THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE RELATED TO THE FOLLOWING TOPICS:

MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL STANDARDS INCLUDING, BY WAY OF EXAMPLE ONLY, EXTERIOR CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS, ARCHITECTURAL ELEMENTS, BUILDING FAÇADE AND MATERIALS, ROOFS, WINDOWS AND RELATED STANDARDS

Chairman Foy opened the agenda item to the Commission for discussion.  Currently, multi-family is not included in the classification of the Zoning Ordinance under exterior construction requirements.  After some deliberation, Del Sergent moved to have the staff create an amendment of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance to add a separate section specified to Multi-Family housing under Section 9-J; to include screening of mechanicals and dumpsters; and defining masonry as the required exterior material of construction.  George Crump seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
GAME ROOM STANDARDS INCLUDING, BY WAY OF EXAMPLE ONLY, ADDITIONAL SPECIFIC USE PERMIT REQUIREMENTS REGARDING THE INTERIOR LAYOUT OF SUCH USES AND TO IMPROVE COMPATIBILITY BETWEEN GAME ROOMS AND SURROUNDING USES SUCH AS SETBACKS AND SPACING REQUIREMENTS
Chairman Foy opened this item to the Commission for discussion.  Per Alan Lathrom, the City can include standards and requirements including spacing and limit zoning of where game rooms are allowed during the Special Use Permit process.  Game rooms can be prohibited from certain areas such as residential and the Central Business District.
George Crump motioned to amend the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance to limit game rooms to Industrial areas and to include a classification of game rooms and the operation of coin operated machines.  Del Sergent seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
INDUSRIALIZED HOUSING STANDARDS INCLUDING, BY WAY OF EXAMPLE ONLY, EXTERIOR CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS, ARCHITECTURAL ELEMENTS, BUILDING FAÇADE AND MATERIALS, ROOFS, WINDOWS AND RELATED STANDARDS / SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL STANDARDS INCLUDING, BY WAY OF EXAMPLE ONLY, EXTERIOR CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS, ARCHITECTURAL ELEMENTS, BUILDING FAÇADE AND MATERIALS, ROOFS, WINDOWS AND RELATED STANDARDS

Chairman Foy opened this item to the Commission to consider possible changes to the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance regarding roof pitch requirements.  The Single Family Residential Standards and Industrialized Housing Standards are to have the same standards since the Industrialized Housing cannot be segregated or considered different than Single Family Residential Standards.  As described in Sample 01, the State of Texas has authorized cities to have the industrialized housing have a value equal to the area housing which will allow the values to remain elevated and not decrease.

Doug Dann moved to recommend to the Council adoption of Industrialized Housing Standards as described in Sample 01, not included in the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance.  Del Sergent seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.


The Commission continued their discussion of roof pitch requirements as pertaining to industrialized housing vs. site built housing.    The Commission requested to continue researching and bring this item to the next meeting for discussion.
