A display of antique tractors was planned for the January market.  The Branding Committee met regarding letterhead and website updates.  Main Street supported the Chamber in promoting the annual Christmas Parade.  Downtown merchants remained open late on Dec. 13 and Dec. 20.  An application for a low interest Main Street loan was received from Jerry and Charlotte Holder; this is the first Main Street loan through the First National Bank of Trenton.  The Downtown Shopping Guide is being revised.  The store, And All that Jazz is reopening in the Fiber Circle building.  Historical Libby Buuck is assisting the Audie Murphy Day Committee with the preparation of a state historical marker application for Audie Murphy's homecoming.  McCraw's Candies owner Julie Welch has filed for bankruptcy.  Manager will be attending the Main Street Managers annual meeting in Austin on Feb. 6-8 in Austin.
